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Question 1:
What's your Nineveh?

Remember:
You will not always agree with God

Isaiah 55:8-9 NLT

8 “My thoughts are nothing like your thoughts,” says the Lord.” And my ways are far beyond anything
you could imagine. 9 For just as the heavens are higher than the earth, so my ways are higher than your
ways and my thoughts higher than your thoughts.

Adam and Eve, like Jonah many years later, decided that if they couldn't think of a good reason for a
command of God, there couldn't be one.

Did it make sense for:

1. Noah to build an ark

2. Abraham to leave his home not knowing where he was headed
3. Moses to lead his people out of Egypt

4. David to fight Goliath

5. Jonah to go to Nineveh

6. Mary to have virgin birth

Remember:
Your Nineveh will involve self-denial not immediate gratification

Jeremiah 23:16-17 NLT

16 This is what the Lord of Heaven’s Armies says to his people: “Do not listen to these prophets when
they prophesy to you, filling you with futile hopes. They are making up everything they say. They do not
speak for the Lord! 17 They keep saying to those who despise my word, ‘Don’t worry! The Lord says you
will have peace!” And to those who stubbornly follow their own desires, they say, ‘No harm will come
your way!’
